They will need to be clearly labelled including name, DOB and dose to be given.








Child Illness





If your child is ill, please give us a ring during the session, just to let us know why they are absent. 





If you child has a bout of diarrhoea or a vomiting bug please notify staff straightaway.  You will need to keep your child away from Preschool for 48 hours after last incident which will help stop spreading the virus to others.  This is the recommendation from the Health Protection Agency.

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Children’s Library in foyer

Barty Bear 





Each child will have an opportunity to take home ‘Barty Bear’ for a sleepover for one night.  He is our teddy bear who comes with his own items in a rucksack i.e., clothes, pyjamas, toothbrush, passport and log book. 





If the parent can write in the log book what Barty Bear has done with the child whilst staying at their home and then when Barty returns back to Preschool a member of staff will read out to the other children all the things he has been doing.

Our typical day at Risby Preschool 


9.00am – Preschool opens


The children are greeted by a member of staff at the door, who encourages them to walk independently into the preschool room.


The children are supported to put their coats on the peg and place their water bottles on the shelf, to find their name on the table and to go and play.





9.00am-3.00pm - Free flow play outside and inside


Our Preschool children have the opportunity to have continuous play both inside and outside from 9.00am to 3.00pm.  We have a rolling snack so the children choose if they stop their play to come and eat/drink. 





Our staff follow ‘In the moment planning’, so children choose where their learning takes place and is based around the child’s interests and choice.  The staff will observe what the children are doing, assess what they need to do/know/learn next and plan their teaching, which will be delivered there and then.  This means next steps for individual children are not something that will be delivered at a point in the future, but right there ‘In the Moment’.





11.00am - Group carpet time


The child and staff all sit together and sing nursery rhymes with the help of Felix and Frieda our soft cuddly foxes.  This is also an opportunity to go through our preschool rules and to see what Barty Bear has done at a sleepover at a child’s house (all children take it in turns to take Barty home with them for one night and bring back to the next morning)





11.55am – Lunch time


The children staying for lunch will all sit down with a member of staff and eat their lunch together.  Once they have finished, they are encouraged to independently put their lunch box away and then continue with playing. 





Indoors - We have various activities on the tables and mats around the room


Examples are: small world play, playdough, sensory table, construction equipment, maths equipment, ICT equipment, kitchen role play, dressing up clothes





Outdoor – The children have a choice out activities and equipment that are all out to play with every day.

Afternoon activity – Phonics activity


Key person weekly Theme.  Each week your child will be taught by their key person about a different theme throughout their play.  For example about Garden Birds, Recycling, Oral Hygiene, People that helps us, Sea and Oceans, Farm animals, Life cycle of a frog and many more.
